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Part 4… Success on the horizon
Nadiya’s Challenge - 3,000kms of blood,
sweat, sand and rocks
4 men and a support crew have made the seemingly impossible journey of 3,000kms on red postie bikes through the Canning Stock Route and onto Darwin to raise money for kids with cancer.
The inspiration behind this was 11 year old Nadiya Sussmilch who recently lost her battle with cancer.

The team are scheduled to arrive in Darwin on 2 September, after three weeks of riding not only along the Canning Stock Route – one of the longest and arguably most isolated and difficult stock routes in the world, but also an additional 1,200kms from Halls Creek to Darwin. The men were confronted with extreme terrain, massive sand dunes, heat, camel trains, road trains, breakdowns, flat tyres and numerous crashes, physical and mental exhaustion.
Expedition organiser, Tim (Caveman) Barrot said “We’ve gone from dodging camel trains to avoiding road trains and have just travelled through some of the most beautiful terrain that this country has to offer.  We are almost there and can’t wait to kick back with a couple of Broo’s and celebrate.”

The group will endeavour to raise over $100,000 for charity, and are expected to be in Darwin on 2 September for a grand finale finish, under police escort, where they will be greeted by Lord Mayor Graeme Sawyer at 12.30pm at Bicentenial Park 2.
“We couldn’t of done it without the backing of our support crew, the many volunteers, supporters, well-wishers, and our sponsors”, said Mr Barrot.
An auction night is being held at the Wisdom Bar in Mitchell Street, Darwin at 7pm to auction the postie bikes and various other gifts supplied along the way by generous supporters, with proceeds being donated back to Nadiya’s Challenge – Supporting kids with cancer.
